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1. [image: ]Participation in the Connector Program provides each Connectee with an opportunity to practice their communication and networking skills, as well as promote his/her skills and experience. The Connectee is aligned with Connectors who share common vocational interests and experience. Connectors will exchange information and ideas with Connectees, as well as provide 3 referrals.  The program provides an opportunity for Connectees to integrate into their community through networking. 
2. Throughout the program, the Connectee will:
· Provide program staff their resume and grant permission for that resume to be shared with potential Connectors and/or employers. Upon making a selection, program staff will introduce the Connectee to his/her Connector.
· Fill in their online profile within 5 business days of receiving access.
· Dedicate at least 30 minutes of personal meeting time with the Connector and come to that meeting prepared with an agenda of things to discuss and questions to ask related to the Connector’s organization, industry and community knowledge. Information provided should remain confidential in relation to the Connector.
· Provide feedback and updates to program staff specific to the Connector Program process and their job searching status. 
· Safeguard their own overall safety by: refraining from inappropriate conversation; avoiding criticism; and meeting in the Connector’s workplace or public place. Meetings in private locations and home offices are not advised. 
· Contact [Community] as soon as concerns pertaining to the safety of any party arises.
3. We use and store your Personal Information only for the below. Personally identifiable information may include, but is not limited to your name, contact information, post secondary institution, resume. By agreeing to these terms, you permit the collection and use of information in accordance with this policy.
· To make matches with potential Connectors
· To communicate via email, phone or through the tracking system where your information is stored 
· To send communications like newsletters or invitations to organizational or networking related events in the community 
· Aggregated data (which will never include your personal information) provided to program funders, or for internal research
4. In participating in the Connector Program, a Connectee acknowledges that they may be featured on [Community] social media channels, its website and other related marketing and communications materials, unless they formally indicate otherwise.
5. The Connectee releases and discharges [Community], its directors and employees from any and all liability, claims, and demands of whatever kind or nature which arise or may hereafter arise from the services the Connectee utilizes from [Community] and/or the Connectors. 
We commit to recognizing the contribution each of us makes to the Connector Program and look forward to celebrating our success. It is understood that you agree to the Connectee responsibilities as outlined above, and that you will do your best in your role as a Connectee.
